With the advice and help of my in-
structor, Ms. Rosana Coloma, I became a 
professional, and with my license I was 
recommended to Christian Salon, located 
on Miami Beach, where I receive a good 
salary and have wonderful co-workers.  

Arriving at Miami Senior Adult Education 
Center, I had only one purpose, to regis-
ter for English classes.  
Upon entering the school, I was informed 
about S.A.V.E.S, a program that the 
school offers to assist refugees/asylees/
parolees/entrants.  I went to their office

was informed about the Specialty Nails 
Vocational Class that was being offered by 
S.A.V.E.S. I registered for the class, which 
takes place Monday-Thursdays from 5:00-
10:00 pm. I also enrolled on Fridays for an 
English class from 4:30-6:30p.m. I must 
confess that there were times when I found 
it difficult to complete this course because I 
lacked transportation, but I would take the 
bus every day in order not to miss a class.  
My goal was to graduate from the Spe-
cialty Nails class. With this in mind, I was 
able to able to complete my service
